Mr. Bumgarner’s Classroom Expectations/Procedures
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1. The Student Handbook will be followed at all times.

· The daily schedule will be posted on the whiteboard.  This will tell you what to expect for the day.

· If you have a question about your grade or missing work ask Mr. Bumgarner at the end of class or consult the printouts on the black board.  Assignments for the week are on the side white board, look there if you were absent to know what you missed.

· Please be in your seat when the bell rings.  If you come to class late, please put your pass on my desk and then quietly take a seat.  

· Please do not pack up early.  Remain seated until the bell rings.
