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Course Overview

Spanish II is a course that builds upon the basic communication skills mastered in the Spanish I course. The student will be studying advanced vocabulary and grammatical concepts including speaking in the past tense. The student will be expected to use these skills in communication within situations studied. In addition, the student will study aspects of Hispanic culture and history.
Expectations
· Students are expected to participate daily and are expected to come prepared with materials necessary everyday for classroom work. 

· Respect will be shown towards everyone in the classroom so we can develop a learning environment that everyone is comfortable in.
· Inappropriate language will not be tolerated. Detention will be given if heard. 

· NO CELL PHONES, IPODS, MP3s, cameras etc. allowed. These devices will be sent to office and dealt with according to the Student Handbook. 
· No food, pop, candy, etc. will be allowed in the classroom. Water is ok to have. 

· Students will be issued two bathroom/locker passes per quarter. Students may only leave the room if they have a pass. Unused passes will become extra credit.

Grading
Assessment will be determined by means of tests, quizzes, daily work, participation, and performance assessments. Daily work and participation will be worth 50% and Tests/Quizzes/Projects will be worth 50% of your grade. Grades will be assigned with the following standards:
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Instruction
Most instruction will be conducted in Spanish. This exposes the students to, and creates a feel for the language. Students are not expected to understand every word. Research has shown that a constant exposure to world language increases the rate of language acquisition. 

Assessment Descriptions

Homework: There is generally no homework in this class unless a student is absent. Students are responsible for getting work assigned while they were absent. If you are absent, you will have 2 days for everyday you are gone to make it up.
Quizzes & Tests: Quizzes/tests will be given at the end of each chapter & will be announced in advance.

Performance Assessments: Performance assessments will also be assigned. Examples of performance assessments are role-plays, fashion shows, or art projects. They will be placed in the same category as tests and quizzes.
Cheating/ Copying is absolutely not allowed in class. Cheating will result in 

a zero on any assignment or test.

Other Information
Students are expected to keep all handouts during the duration of the course. (I would suggest keeping them for future courses as well). As we learn Spanish, it is important that we continue to review old material. 

In this class we are constantly learning new vocabulary. It is important to spend time out of class working on definitions and spelling. Language is an acquired habit. The more one practices the habit the more quickly the language will be learned.
