Mrs. Johnson’s Class Expectations

Be ready: what does this mean?
· Be in your assigned seat when it is time for class to start. You will be dismissed from class by me (not by the clock/bell).

· Bring supplies to English class every day including: spiral notebook, specific pocket folder for English, blue or black pen, & pencil. Hats, coats, & backpacks can be left in your lockers.
· Remember to bring your book(s) to class every day unless I tell you differently. 
· Before class starts, sharpen your pencils and turn off your cell phone.

Be respectful: what does this mean?
· Be quiet when attendance is being taken or announcements are being given.

· Candy is allowed if I bring it to class. 
· Gum is allowed if I don’t see it. Be discreet! I may ban gum if it is found on desks, etc. 
· No soda pop/juice bottles are allowed. Water bottles are fine if the room is kept clean.
· Please do not move from your seat unless I tell you to do so.

· If you have a question, raise your hand. I will answer you as soon as I can. Be patient! 
· Students have access to student desks, wastebaskets, & pencil sharpener. Please respect the furniture and equipment while you are using it. 

· The following areas are off limits to students unless I give you permission to go there: teachers’ desks & computers, podium, closet, bulletin boards, overhead projector, windows, light switches, filing cabinets, and book shelves.

Be responsible: what does this mean?

· Turn your homework in on time. You may lose points for every day it is late. This could be very costly on your final grade.

· Do your own work. Do not cheat on test, quizzes, or homework. The penalty for cheating is zero for the work involved.

· Homework can be done in pencil, but should be easy to read. Final drafts should be written in blue/black ink or word processed in black ink with 12 point size type and a readable font.

· Let me know if you are leaving class early (outside pass) at the beginning of class. 
· If you need to use the bathroom, water, nurse, and media center, I may write a pass for you. Warning: I am not fond of writing passes.

· If you are absent from class, it is your responsibility to check with me about the classwork you missed. On the first day you return, ask me at the beginning of the hour for your makeup work. Your parents can call/email me for missed work if needed.
· All tardies are reported to the office. The first time you are tardy (late with no pass); I may talk to you for an extra 30 seconds after class. Your second tardy will result in a phone call to your parents. Your third tardy will be reported to the office for disciplinary action. (see reference in student handbook)
